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Proposed Design - The water feature will be the centerpiece of the garden, filled sustainably by rainwater
collected from the roof of the building. As the “river” flows downstream to the “bay”(from the lobby to
the library), the rocks, soils, and vegetation used throughout the garden will represent the varying ecosys-
