INTERPRETIVE STRATEGIES

* Rely on visuals and familiarity of content or form
* Focus on key words and phrases
» Benefit from redundancy, paraphrasing, restatement

 Anticipate (predict) and then verify meaning understood; relying less and
less on background knowledge

e Use structural clues
e Use context clues

e Try out inferences (logical conclusions)
