FISCAL REVIEW RESPONSE 

CORRECTIVE ACTION PLAN

The district is required, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 6A:23A-5.6, to publicly review and discuss the findings in this report at a public board meeting no later than 30 days after receipt of the report.  Within 30 days of the public meeting, the board must adopt a resolution certifying that the findings were discussed in a public meeting and approving a corrective action plan which addresses the issues raised in the undisputed findings and/or an appeal of any findings in dispute.  A copy of the resolution and the approved correction action plan and/or appeal (written) must be sent to this office within 10 days of adoption by the board.  Direct your response to the attention of the Director of the Office of Fiscal Accountability and Compliance.

Also, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 6A:23A-5.6(c), the findings of the report and the board’s corrective action plan must be posted on the district’s website, if one exists.
The corrective action plan is to be used when the school district and the Early Childhood Education (ECE) provider are in agreement with any of the Report of Examination findings.  To contest a finding the appeal process must be used.  After the appeal is settled, a corrective action plan must be filed for any finding upheld during the appeal process.

The corrective action plan must be prepared by completing the attached form.  The school district and the ECE provider must submit the following information:

· Finding/Recommendation number

· Corrective action  (approved by the board)

· Method of implementation

· Person responsible for implementation

· Completion date of implementation

· Dated authorized signatures 

· OFAC Case Number

· Documentation in order to verify the implementation of the corrective action

SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION MUST ACCOMPANY THE CORRECTIVE ACTION PLAN IN ORDER FOR THE CORRECTIVE ACTION PLAN TO BE REVIEWED.

If the corrective action plan is acceptable, a letter will be sent to the school district, the provider, and to the Division of Early Childhood Education (DECE) indicating that it has been accepted.

If the corrective action plan is not acceptable, a letter will be sent to the school district, the provider, and the DECE indicating whether further clarification is required or further action is necessary. 
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
