WHEREAS, the Department of Education is the recipient of up to $118,800 in grant funds from The Eli and Edythe Broad Foundation to identify,  recruit, and subsidize a portion of the salary of two Broad Resident that began employment in August 2011 to support the work of the Department; and 

 WHEREAS, the Department of Education will utilize these Residents to support the work of the Chief Academic Officer and Chief Innovation Officer in a number of areas to ensure that all students in New Jersey, regardless of background, have access to a high-quality education; now therefore be it
