RESOLUTION 

REQUESTING ENLARGMENT OF PURPOSE PURSUANT TO N.J.S.A. 18A:6-69 FOR THE CAMDEN COUNTY EDUCATIONAL SERVICES COMMISSION



WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:6-52, the State Board of Education approved the establishment of the Camden County Educational Services Commission on or about January, 1979, to provide educational and administrative services and programs to member school district boards of education; and



WHEREAS, the Camden County Educational Services Commission was approved to provide cooperative transportation, cooperative purchasing, adult education, summer school, computer services, specialized consultants, printing and duplicating services, equipment maintenance services, and other specialized services to school districts and nonpublic schools; and



WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:6-69, the State Board of Education approved an enlargement of scope of purpose for the Camden County Educational Services Commission in or about July, 1991, which permitted the provision of nursing services to nonpublic schools; and



WHEREAS, since its inception, the Camden County Educational Services Commission has provided a wide variety of educational services to school districts in Camden County, as well as educational and business services to other school districts and municipalities throughout the State of New Jersey; and 



WHEREAS, since the Camden County Educational Services Commission is serving the needs of school districts and municipalities beyond the greater Camden County area, and has identified additional services to offer as well as entities beyond Camden County that would benefit from their services, the Camden County Educational Services Commission seeks to expand its services beyond the area identified in its original petition; now therefore be it



RESOLVED that, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:6-69, the State Board of Education grants approval to the Camden County Educational Services Commission to enlarge its purpose beyond those identified in its original petition, and to accurately represent its service offers and geographic areas served.
